The first day of summer marks the longest day of the year,
meaning that in the area between the equator and the
Arctic Circle, the sun rises and sets farthest north on the
horizon for the year.  Daylight hours last from 12 hours,
eight minutes at the equator to 24 hours at the Arctic
Circle. The summer season lasts until 1:37 a.m. on Sept.
23.

A.R.A. 22LR BENCHREST MATCHES MOVE
TO 1ST SATURDAY OF THE MONTH
STARTING JULY 7, 2007

A.R.A. rimfire benchrest matches will move to the 1st
Saturday starting July 7, 2007 which will allow the
Cowboy shooters to use the Rifle Range for an extended
Rifle portion of their matches on Sunday. It will also
allow our small bore rimfire matches to attract those
shooters for whom Saturday is a better weekend shooting
day. Matches begin with a practice round at 9AM with
signup starting at 8AM. We shoot 4 record targets during
our regular matches and 6 targets during the Club
Tournament. A.R.A. pins and stars are awarded as well as
small cash prizes for our club categories. Cost for the
match including the range fee is $10 for members and $12
for visitors.

Our A.R.A. matches are USA sanctioned. Similar
A.R.A. matches are held in Highland, Oxnard, El Cajon,
Cupertino & Red Bluff, California. Matches are also
available in Springfield, Oregon and Las Vegas, Nevada.
The Rules are the same for these matches as well as for
the Nationals and for the matches in the other states. Go to
www.Benchrest.com and click on the ARA link for
complete details of this organization.

In general in A.R.A., you may shoot any type of 22LR
with any type of scope together with factory ammunition.
However, no ‘rail’ guns or ‘return to battery’ setups are
allowed. You may also use either a one-piece or a two-
piece gun-rest setup. Other USA sanctioned rimfire
organizations such as IR50X50 or RBA employ ‘class’
guns; that is, sporter, 10.5#, or 13.5# (or unlimited). This
means each class has requirements for the weight, stock
configuration, scope type, etc. and they also require a two-
piece sandbag gun-rest setup.

In A.R.A. we shoot for score and not for group size. We
shoot 25 bulls at 50 yards within a 20 minute timed
period. Each record target has these 25 bulls as well as
additional ‘sighter’ bulls which can be use for practice or
for checking ‘wind deviation’. We use the ‘worst edge’
method of scoring our targets.

I will stick my neck out to say that any person shooting
22LR rimfire ammunition must have ‘wind flags’ to
accurately determine the amount of drift the wind creates
during each shot. In other words, if you have a very nice
‘tight one hole’ group that you shot one day without wind
flags and without other considerations that I will mention,
that ‘special’ group is ‘mostly luck’. The type of wind
flags, paddles, or other wind related items and their
numbers is highly debated.

The ‘main’ items to consider in rimfire shooting start
with the gun and the relationship with the barreled action
and the stock. This applies to factory guns as well as
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‘custom’ guns. This relationship forms the ‘platform’ for
the shots fired and their consistency and repeatability. You
must have the action ‘pillar and glass bedded’ at a
minimum for a quality platform. You should also have the
barrel ‘free floated’ to within an inch of the action. Some
custom rimfire guns have ‘glued-in’ actions, similar to
what is done for the 6PPC and others in centerfire. If your
gun is pillar and glass bedded, then the amount of tension
(torque) that is applied to each action screw affects the
accuracy of the gun, which then mandates the use of a
torque wrench. You must also consider the type of action,
custom or factory, RB-RP or RB-LP, for example and
whether you want a single shot or a repeater. In general, a
bolt action rifle produces higher accuracy than does a
‘semi’.

Other ‘main’ items to consider are the type and number
of wind flags, the type of barrel, the nature of its crown,
the configuration of its chamber, the type of trigger and
weight of pull, the type and weight of the ‘harmonic
tuner’, and the ‘brand and lot’ of ammunition that makes
your ‘specific’ rifle shoot the best. Types of barrels,
method of cutting the rifling, the number of groves, the
twist of the groves, the material of the barrel, temperature
treatment of the barrels, and the profile, weight and length
of the barrel is generally a discussion for custom guns and
is a mater of some discussion. See the rimfire forum on
www.Benchrest.com, as well as the centerfire forum for
information on these subjects.

The type and lot of the ammunition that shoots best in
your gun is found by trial and error and is almost always
frustrating in the time and cost to the shooter.  Match
ammo is always subsonic (standard velocity) and not
‘high velocity’ to avoid the ‘tumble’ when the bullets go
subsonic prior to the 50 yard target. You should test
different types and different lots of ammo ‘without’ the
use of the tuner to start and then when you have found
which works best apply the tuner. Since we cannot ‘hand-
load’ rimfire ammunition then we must ‘tune’ the rifle’s
harmonics to the ammo that seems to work best. This is
done with a tuner which is an adjustable weight placed
onthe end of your barrel and is moved slightly back and
forth until the ‘smallest’ test groups are obtained. There
are many types of tuners, both for the end of the barrel, as
well as for the ‘mid-barrel’ position. Discussions of these
items are also found on the rimfire forum.

Other ‘minor’ items to consider are the type of rest, the
type of sand bags, the type of ‘ears’ on the sand bag, the
type of sand in the bag, the type of ‘slickening’ placed on
the stock or on the bags, the length of the stock, the type
of stock, and the method of ‘holding’ the rifle, such as a
firm grip, a light touch, or ‘free recoil’, as well as other
items such as methods of cleaning, etc. The list goes on
and on.

However, our matches are setup to allow for the novice,
the intermediate, and the more competent shooter to enjoy
them. All levels of proficiency are awarded and we have
fun too. Juniors, accompanied by an adult supervisor,
shoot for free. For more information please contact me,
John Cory, El Dorado Gun Club RSO and ARA Match
Director at 642-2217 or at gpscory@pacbell.net.
